Kirstie is 40 years old and married her husband in 2011. He served for six years
with the Coldstream Guards and undertook tours of Afghanistan, during which
he was injured when two rocket-propelled grenades blew up behind him. He
suffered with hearing loss in one ear and a fractured spine. He left the Army in
mid-2012 and is now a self-employed gardener. Kirstie suffers from a
neurological condition that leaves her with uncontrollable and often painful
muscle spasms. She was told, after a serious fall a couple of years ago when
her leg completely separated from the hip, that she might never walk again,
but after a series of operations and sheer determination she is able to walk
short distances with the aid of a crutch. We provided her with a grant foran all-
terrain wheelchair, which has vastly improved her quality of life. The couple
have six children.

“So far I have been into
town, shopping, to the
woods and on walks with
the dog. I have been able
to attend hospital
appointments flying solo
and have been able to go
to functions which, before
having the chair, I would
have been unable to make.
The nicest thing is to be
able to pick my kids up
from school on my own. I
had no idea that there was
a charity out there that
supported the families of
serving soldiers and
veterans. It has really
been a 1life changer.”

Tidworth is a town in south-east Wiltshire. Situated at the eastern edge of Salisbury Plain, it is approximately
10 miles west of Andover, 12 miles south of Marlborough, 24 miles south of Swindon, 15 miles north by
north-east of Salisbury and 6 miles east of Amesbury.

By Car - from Marlborough/Mé4. On entering Tidworth on the A338 proceed across traffic lights and take first
right turn down a tree-lined road called The Avenue (signposted Tedworth House).

From Salisbury/A303. On entering Tidworth on the A338 the polo grounds can be seen

on the Lleft, turn left into South Drive.
